The Great Wall, Grand Canal and Karez
irrigation system are three great ancient engineering projects built 2,000 years ago.

China is also the fastest growing economy in the past two decades. Using purchasing power
measure, China’s economy is the second largest in the world, just behind the U.S., and is one
third larger than Japan’s economy. China is the third largest trade nation in the world, and the
second largest oil importer.

China is the largest producer of from textile products and toys, to electrical appliances and
personal computers. To get some sense about the growing size of China’s economy, here are
some figures: China produces and consumes about 30% of the world steel, 33% of coal, and
50% of cement.

China is the
largest trade partner of the U.S. (except the neighboring countries Canada and Mexico). The
U.S. is the biggest buyer of the Chinese product. Major U.S. companies Boeing, GM, Motorola,
and McDonalds have also huge interests from selling their goods to China. The two economies
are complementary, as China exports labor intensive products to the U.S. and buys capital-
intensive products from the U.S. This economic relationship benefits both sides.
